I would like to organize a town-
ship, with old-fashioned roads and 
horses and buggies , and rail fences 
and wholesome folk. I would like 
to wi thdraw f r o m the confusion, 
the f r e t and the wor ry of this 
present age. I t is hazardous to be 
on the h ighways , someone is o f ten 
toot ing the i r horn behind you and 
one is obliged to conform to the 
signal l ight ahead. Then this gen-
erat ion has tu rned n igh t into day, 
t r a f f i c r a t t l e s on along the a r t e r -
ies of t ravel the same a t midnight 
as mid-day. Men and women alike 
go to and come f rom work the 
f i r s t or las t watches of the n igh t 
as methodical ly as the clock t icks 
off the hours . The whole sys tem is 
merciless, I say we ought to t u rn 
the clock of t ime back about 140 
years and all s t a r t on the new. 
About the t ime t h a t 1800 passed 
into his tory and the new cen tu ry 
1900 had a beginning, Joshua Stow 
was m a r k i n g off roads and mak-
ing a f ina l survey of the township 
t h a t bears his name. In Novemoer 
of 1806, David Bacon, the pioneer 
preacher , was surveying the cir-
cle in Tal lmadge and blazing the 
eight roads so methodical ly lead-
ing f r o m the hub. Those were the 
days, those were the days. Taxes 
were something you read about , if 
you were f o r t u n a t e enough to own 
a dic t ionary; wild geese, t u rkeys 
and pidgecns were p lent i fu l so no 
points were demanded on mea t . 
You could ra ise your own corn and 
grind it in a coffee mill, knowing 
t h a t all the God-given elements of 
food value had not been ext rac ted 
f rom the gra in , leaving a l i t t le 
more than the yellow color t h a t 
they sell us today. I am somewhat 
out of sten with this day and age, 
there fore , I propose t h a t we club 
toge ther and organize a township. 
Nice shade trees, quiet s t reams , 
beau t i fu l landscape, and all t ha t . 
Neighbor ly folk to bid you the t ime 

of day, and a l i t t le t ime to ta lk 
about t h a t u n f o r t u n a t e th ing call-
ed civil ization; but everybody wi th 
in te res t and goodwill f o r every-
body else, like it used to be in the 
olden day. We migh t have a stone 
house or a slab house, or bake our 
bricks to build our houses; bu t in 
the ki tchen on the back of a six 
lid coal or wood stove keep a two-
gallon crock of buckwhea t ba t t e r 
a lways s t i r red , and ready f o r the 
griddle. A l i t t le tricklc of ba t t e r 
down each side of the crock being 
quite sugges t ive of the f e a s t wi th-
in. I haven ' t any ambit ion to sail 
a round 1000 miles more or less up 
in the sky, ne i ther have I ambi-
tion to dredge the bot tom of the 
ocean, I p r e f e r to be l e f t alone in 
my n e w . township and spend my 
years in happy fe l lowship wi th 
f r i ends t r ied and t rue . I would 
w a n t it c learly unders tood upon 
en te r ing into this glorious ven ture 
t h a t undesi rable folk a re not to 
move in and encroach upon my hap-
piness. I would bar all land wiz-
ards , real e s ta te sharks or wha t -
ever t i t le they a re known by. I 
would make a law t h a t no automo-
biles be permi t ted to zip t h r o u g h 
and endanger the l i fe of the chil-
dren, t r a in s or rapid moving ve-
hicles of any sort should not come 
within 40 miles of m y paradise . 
Wha t ' s the sense of being driven 
like a shut t le , day in, day out and 
to get nowhere, only to topple 
over with a h e a r t a t t ack . In the 
center of this new ven tu re I would 
have a church; I would pu t the 
church up on a hill not too high 
up, but h igh enough so people 
could see it f r o m a f a r , the school 
could be in the valley with a g rea t 
campus fo r the children to play 
upon. We would be be t t e r off wi th-
out newspapers , they a re fu l l of 
evil and sin, and the news of the 
world is the s tory of w a r and bit-
t e rness among the children of men. 
This new township idea, a f ab le or 
a dream, maybe silly or a bit old-
fashioned, however it spells happi-
ness and somehow I feel t h a t in the 
ca re f ree days of the long ago the re 
was happiness ; a lost a r t of today.
