To The Citizens of Stow Twp.:
The writer wishes to take this
means of clarifying the Township
Trustees’ action on the petition
recently acted upon by them. The

petition requested that an elec-

tion be held to determine if the
voters within a certain described
portion of Stow Township wished
to incorporate said territory in-
to a village.

This petition was accepted by
the Trustees on January 23rd and
the Election Board was requested
in a resolution to order an elec-
tion to be held on February 13th.

The Trustees in matters of this
nature must, as a governing body,
remain neutral. However, since
the acceptance of this petition a
number of citizens have asked
the Trustees what the advantages
of incorporation were, that
prompted them to accept the pe-
tition “and order the election.

The laws of the State of Ohio
do not give the Trustees their
choice of accepting or rejecting
such a petition.© The law states
that the Trustees must be cer-
tain that such a petition has
thirty or more signatures, all of
which must be qualified voters of
thé township and that a majority
are free holders. This law is no
doubt as it should be for a board
of three Trustees would hardly
be exx\wected to be qualified to say
whether a territory should be or
should not be inéorporated.

‘The question of incorporating a
territory such as the proposed
village of Stow is a knotty one
and the voters, particularly the
property owners are going to

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ATTENTION VOTERS

“The principle obstacle in the
way of obtaining a public water
supply for Stow is a tax delin-
quency of $75,573.07,”” according
to W. C. Gaylord, President of
the Citizens and Taxpayers
League. "

Those who are advocating in-
corporation as a means of get-
ting a water system have en-
couraged the belief that by in-
corporating Stow, water would be
assured. Nothing could be far-
ther from the truth as the $75;=
573.07 tax delinquency will still
exist.

A statement to. the effect that
a grant of WPA funds had been
set aside for a water project in
Stow, was labeled false by WPA
officials when a committee from
Stow called at WPA headquar-
ters in Akron, Saturday morning.
A copy of this statement, which
appeared in a local publication
last week was handed to Mr.
Whitright of WPA and the auth-
ority for this statement is being
investigated.

According to statements from
Summit County Engineer's of-
fice, the fact that the proposed
corporation line follows the high-
way in many places leaving such
highways out of the corporation,
complicates the problem of im-
provéments on these roads, since
the  property on one side would
pay taxes to the Village and the
other, to the township.

The question of a water system
for Stow still remains to be de-
cided even though the town is
incorporated as a result of the

special election,/ February 13th.
The fact that upon incorpor-

'suit from

ating as a viillage the burden of
maintaining the many miles of
state and county highways falls
upon ‘the taxpayers of Stow, will
lessen the ability of the commun-
ity to finance any improvement.

The demands upon the tax in-
come of the township due to the
uncmployment and relief situa-
tion, together with the present
tax delinquency makes the ad-
vantageous marketing of bonds a
doubtful matter at this time.

Whatever advantages might re-
incorporating a large,
densely populated territory,
would -hardly apply to the very
small and sparsely settled area
proposed as the “Village of
Stow.” ‘

The proposval to incorporate
Stow was rejected a year agio by
the voters and last fall by the
County “Comunissioners.

There seems to be a feeling
that under present conditions a
village government js'-an expen-
sive luxury which we can get
along very well without.

We hope that the voters of
Stow will make a decision at the
election, February 13th, that will
finally dispose of this trouble-

‘'some question.
